T allahassee is known for its stately 

trees, political maneuvering, and  

educational institutions. You might be 

surprised to find out that there is a  

growing fan base for the Tallahassee 

RollerGirls, a group of women ages 18 to 

50 dedicated to the rough-and-tumble 

contact sport of Roller Derby.  

There are two home games this summer, 

July 18 and August 8, so consider  

spending a Saturday jammin’ with 

“Capital Punishment.” 

For those new to the sport, the modern 

version involves two teams of five  

members roller skating in the same  

direction around a flat track. Game play 

consists of a series of short matchups 

called "jams" in which both teams  

designate a scoring player - the 

"jammer"- who scores points by lapping 

members of the opposing team.  

The four “blockers” attempt to hinder the 

opposing jammer while assisting  

their own jammer … in effect, playing 

b o t h  o f f e n s e  a n d  d e f e n s e  

simultaneously.    

Legal blocks follow certain rules. Contact

These athletes are 

not paid for their time and commitment 

involved, but participate for the love of 

the sport.  

Colorful, intimidating nicknames remain 

an important part of the Roller Derby 

tradition. In Tallahassee you’ll find Team 

Captain Erin “Breakabitch” Foley, former 

Team President Amy “Professor  

McGonnakill” Fox, and Team Coach  

Annelise “Vaginamite” Mennicke.   

Yes, these are some tough gals.  

On July 17, there will be a home game 

against the Dub City Derby Girls from 

West Palm Beach and August 18 the 

team plays the Pensacola Roller Gurlz.

Neighborhood REACH is a collaborative, 

holistic initiative that brings together a 

variety of community services focused 

on improving the quality of life within 

Tallahassee's traditionally low-income 

and older neighborhoods. 

Next, a written application was  

submitted with our community's story 

and the details of the three projects  

chosen.   

Finalists were then invited to Denver 

from June 11th-14th to present their 

accomplishments in front of a jury of  

civic experts. The contingent from  

Tallahassee came out as a big winner! 

Many All-American City award winners 

claim that the benefits of winning are 

increased economic opportunities as 

well as peer learning and networking.  

All-America City finalists and winners 

receive national attention, a boost for 

recruitment of industry, jobs and  

investments.  

The All-America City status will help  

Tallahassee attract new businesses. This 

means more jobs and a stronger overall 

tax base. 

Tallahassee’s team chose three  

outstanding projects that displayed civic 

e n g a g e m e n t ,  c o l l a b o r a t i o n ,  

inclusiveness, innovation and impact 

which helped improve the lives of young 

people.
