The ASPCA describes the symptoms of 

overheating as excessive panting or  

difficulty breathing, an increase in heart 

rate, seizures, and weakness, or even 

collapse. 

3. Be careful when taking your pets for a 

walk on asphalt during the hottest parts 

of the day – if the concrete is too hot for 

a person to walk barefoot, it can easily 

burn the paws of your pet. 

4. Always make sure your pets are  

hydrated. Pets can get dehydrated very 

quickly, so make sure to give your pets 

plenty of water as its gets warmer  

outside.
